What is Engaged Encounter?

Areas of Discussion

Engaged Encounter is an intense weekend offering
each couple the time and opportunity to question,
examing, and deepen their relationship with each
other and with God.

Engaged Encounter is presented by a team of two
married couples and a priest, all of who rely on their
personal experiences and stories to encourage the
engaged to examine their own relationship. The
format is as follows:

(1) presentations by the team;

(2) questions for the couples to answer
privately;

(3) time for the couple to discuss
privately their thoughts with their
fiancée.

Group discussion is generally limited to an informal
Saturday night session where any question may be
asked and discussed by the entire group. It is not
an adventure in group dynamics. The focus of the
weekend follows a natural progression from the
individual - to the couple - to the church - to the
world.

Why?

More than merely satisfying diocesan requirement
for marriage preparation, the Engaged Encounter
weekend gives engaged couples ample time to
examine the issues they will encounter in their
marriage relationship. They will have the
opportunity to explore their strengths and
weaknesses, their goals and their attitudes toward
family life, children, sexuality, finances, the church
and their place in society. The exploration of the
couples' expectations for their marriage relationship
is of paramount importance.
