January 2011 
Meet with parish liturgical committee 
to go over diocesan implementation 
plan and develop a schedule for parish 
liturgical ministry training. USCCB and 
LTP have some good resources. 
January 2011-May 2011 
Parish music ministers obtain new 
musical settings for new translations 
depending on whether the parish has 
an established relationship with GIA, 
Paluch, OCP. 
Meet with liturgical ministers to 
update them on their ministry and  
recent liturgical norms and directives. 
Order copies of LTP’s Understanding 
the Revised Mass Texts. Deaneries or 
area parishes can combine orders to 
get bulk pricing. An order of 300+ is 
$.75 each.
